All Present

Chairman Loomis opened the meeting at 10:00 a.m.  Three items were added to the agenda for April 23, 2013:  Discussion of 911 Property Insurance Coverage; Discussion of County Health Plan; and Discussion of County Counselor Appointment Options.  Commissioner Patrick made a motion to approve the agenda as amended. Commissioner Linaweaver seconded.  All voted aye. 

At 10:00 a.m. during Public Input, Ronn Peters, McPherson Resident, requested approval of the National Day of Prayer Proclamation.  The local prayer event will take place in McPherson at the First Christian Church at 12:00 noon on May 2, 2013. Mr. Peters read the Proclamation.  Commissioner Patrick made a motion for the Chairman to sign the document as presented.  Commissioner Linaweaver seconded.  All voted aye.

Commissioner Patrick made a motion to approve the minutes for April 16, 2013.  Commissioner Linaweaver seconded.  All voted aye.

At 10:10 a.m., Dianna Carter, County Appraiser, joined the meeting to request to purchase eight (8) new office chairs for the Appraiser’s Department staff.  Following a review of bids, Commissioner Linaweaver made a motion to approve the purchase as requested from OfficePlus in a total amount of $2,471.20.  Commissioner Patrick seconded.  All voted aye.

Rick Witte, County Administrator/Financial Manager, presented five (5) Personnel Change Notices (PCNs) on behalf of the Sheriff’s Department:
A. A request to hire Anthony Elmer as a new Deputy Sheriff (14A), effective May 1, 2013, to fill a vacancy
B. A request to end the introductory status for Arlo Blevins, Captain Correctional Officer, effective May 26, 2013
C. A request to end the introductory status for Shelley Miller, Clerk (6B), effective May 26, 2013
D. A request to end the introductory status for Clifford Bailey, Sergeant Correctional Officer (14I), effective May 26, 2013
E. A request to end the introductory status for William Panebianco, Correctional Officer, (12B), effective May 26, 2013.
Commissioner Linaweaver made a motion to approve all PCNs as presented.  Commissioner Patrick seconded.  All voted aye.

At 10:25: a.m., Tom Kramer, Public Works Director, joined the meeting with five (5) items:

A. A request to advertise bids for the 2013 traffic paint and beads.  Commissioner Patrick made a motion for the Chairman to sign the advertisement as presented.  Commissioner Linaweaver seconded.  All voted aye.
B. A request for signature on the agreement for the construction of the Railroad crossing improvements on 29th Avenue, and the Union Pacific rail line.  McPherson County will be responsible for the installation and maintenance of the advanced warning signs.  Following discussion, Commissioner Linaweaver made a motion for the Chairman to sign the agreement as presented.  Commissioner Patrick seconded.  All voted aye.
C. A request to hire temporary summer staff.  Following discussion, Commissioner Patrick made a motion to allow the hiring of three (3) individuals as requested.  Commissioner Linaweaver seconded.  All voted aye.
D. A request to purchase corrugated metal pipes for 2013 pipe projects.  The pipes will be replacing timber structures located on township roads.  Following discussion, Commissioner Linaweaver made a motion to approve the purchases from J&J Drainage in a total amount not to exceed $9,942.04.  Commissioner Patrick seconded.  All voted aye.
E. A request to sign a memo of understanding between McPherson County and the City of McPherson; a brine generator agreement.  The agreement establishes a joint capital outlay project consisting of the purchase of a brine generator.  It also contains the maintenance and use, and terms of the brine generator agreement. Following discussion, Commissioner Linaweaver made a motion to approve the agreement and memo as presented.  Commissioner Patrick seconded.  All voted aye.

Mr. Witte presented a Subordination agreement for a HOME Grant regarding a refinancing of the home of Margo Lysell.  Commissioner Linaweaver made a motion for the Chairman to sign the agreement as presented.  Commissioner Patrick seconded.  All voted aye.

Mr. Witte introduced discussion on the option of insuring 911 equipment and cell towers within the county.  Following discussion, it was a consensus among Commissioners to insure the equipment at the Law Enforcement Center and table the discussion on the remote sites. They will revisit the subject at a future meeting.

Mr. Witte also introduced discussion regarding the additional cost per member of the participating County employees of the County Health Plan, which is being implemented to fund certain programs related to the new national healthcare laws.  Following discussion, it was a consensus among the Commissioners to revisit the discussion at a future meeting, after obtaining additional information.

Discussion took place regarding options for replacing the County Counselor position as soon as is necessary to fill the pending vacancy of John Klenda, the current County Counselor.  It was a consensus among Commissioners to revisit the item at a future meeting.
